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The Carriage House was packed for special pre-
sentations on “Artistic Leather Used in Arts &
Crafts Decorating” and “Metalworking in Colo-
rado”, given by Jeff Icenhower of Mission West
Wood & Leather and Robert Rust of 2R Fine
Arts Appraisals respectively. And many attend-
ees enjoyed lunch, assembled and provided by
CACS volunteers, on our sunny terrace over-
looking the Nature Preserve.

Next year we hope to attract even more artisans
from around the Rocky Mountain region to par-
ticipate in what has grown into a celebration
and exhibition of local craft whose aesthetic
harkens back to the beginning of the American
Arts and Crafts movement (c. 1900) and lives
on as strong as ever.

inspiration
words:

Over a century ago, the Arts & Crafts
Movement was beginning. At its center
was the principle that the head, heart,
and hand work as one. Art should be re-
?arded as the very means for realizing
ife. Paying homage to this great nostalgic
era is what my artwork is all about.

I am an Arts & Crafts revival art-
ist. Through research, I look to those that
came before me and I create as if I were
working alongside them in the guilds and
co-operative structures from the earl
1900s. I find a kinship with the ideals
and practices of this era, and the social
struggles of the Industrial Revolution in
many wa%s mirror today’s high-tech land-
scape. The determination to reconnect
with craftsmanship, artistic skillset and
each other in a fast-moving, need-it-now
world helps us to slow down and resha[pe
our own creativity. This stillness has led
me to a wellspring of inspiration.

Drawing upon the textures of the
Arts and Crafts Movement, I capture the
essence of wood, stained glass, ceramic
tile, mica, and oil-rubbed bronze in my
acrylic and gouache ﬁaintings. They come
perfectly paired with mission-style quar-
tersawn oak frames, many created by my
husband, Brian Leidel.
